1.   Review and approve the March 3, 2021 minutes of the Portage Planning and Zoning meeting: 
Motion to approve the March 3, 2021 minutes by Member Lasa. Seconded by Member Bingham. All aye. Motion passed.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk61864249]Martin James UDAF give information, answer questions, and address any concerns about apiaries.
Martin James from the UDAF was unable to come to the meeting due to sickness, so Mariah Huggins presented the information and answered some of the committee’s questions/concerns on apiaries.
3. Discuss and vote on Knudsen Estates Subdivision Preliminary Plat
Gordon Knudsen, Tyson Knudsen, and Joel Dixon presented the committee with Preliminary Plat       plans. With the creation of four new lots based on the codes and guidelines from a GRAMA report done previous to meeting. 
Martina John “there isn’t any easements on these plans”
Tyson Knudsen “The easements will be on the final plans. That is a Public Utilities Easement, we are not talking about roads and right away. We are talking about the 10-foot P.U.E. Public Utilities Easement on the west side of all five of those lots.”
Joel Dixon “It will also be on the north side as well”
Member Tyson Nelson Questioned why the lots were going into the road 8800 W.
Tyson Knudsen “Generally people own to the center of those right away. That is why you are seeing the edge of the boundaries being in the center of the right away, and then up by Williams’ lot there is a 45.68-foot length until we pick up the corner.”
Member Tyson Nelson “the town owns the road; the people who own these lots do not own to the center of the road.”
Tyson Knudsen “The boundary is showing as is, and any of the boundary within the right away will be dedicated to the city, so that area that is showing is part of our boundary. The 45 feet of P.U.E. on the final plat will show that, that property will go to Portage.”
Joel Dixon “It is under a Prescriptive Easement. There is not a deed or anything that gives it to the city, just everyone accepts that it does and this formally gives it to the city.”
Tyson Knudsen “on the main lane coming into Portage and on 8800 W.” 
Member Lasa “How many feet are you considering a right away on 8800 W?”
Tyson Knudsen “66 feet total”
Member Lasa “No, it is 80 feet, because, that is the collector road.”
Tyson Knudsen “It changes it is 90 feet on the north end and 66 feet on this end. Every street is different.”
Member Tyson Nelson “The 80 feet is the total width of the collector road, what they are referring to here is that each road tappers off in different spots, so they are different feet. Does this total up to the 80 feet total right away?”
Joel Dixon “As of right now no, it is to the 66 feet. We mirrored the Bell Subdivision done in 2019.”
Member Tyson Nelson “If it is a true Collector road then we need to do it right this time, and we need to have it be correct.”
Member Rogers motioned that we vote to indicate our recommendation to the Town Council for Knudsen Estates, we want the 40-foot easement, as long as they abide by the easement requirements. Member Runyan seconded. All aye. Motion passed.
*After Meeting it was found that there is no code specifying that it needs to be 80 feet, so it does not need to be changed for Town Council. *
