Call to Order: 6:00 pm
Pledge of Allegiance: Member Nelson.
Prayer: Member John

	•	Skipped ahead.

	•	Moved Approval of Bills/Payroll up. Everything looked great. Motion to approve May 8, 2019- June 12, 2019 Bills by Member John, seconded by Member Smith. All ayes. Motion passed.

	•	Financial report and bank reconciliations. Member Nelson-everything looks great. Signed

	•	Mayor Tree - Everything is looking great. No amendment needed for the 2018-2019 budget. Just keep an eye on it. Grant Smith asked if the extra $10,000 in the budget is from the FEMA fund? Mayor Tree- Yes.

	•	Now addressing minutes. 
A couple of spelling and grammar errors were fixed.
Martina reminded Clerk Munns that she presented her intent to run for Town Council and Member John would like it in the minutes that she handed that in. 
Also, add to the water resolution amendment resolution “Water Rates”. 
Member Smith is concerned that the minutes do not have proper grammar and to make sure that in the future to do a better job. She also pointed out that the minutes do not have to be word for word. Clerk Munns said that she will continue to write the motions word for word. 
On May 15th added Laura Nelson’s last name and fix one spelling error. 
On May 22nd add Lawyers to Jenni and Craig and add the last name of Garner to Jenni and and Smith to Craig. Motion to approve the May 8th, May 15th, and May 22nd, 2019 minutes by Member John, seconded by Member Nelson. All aye. Motion passed.

	•	Review proposed FY 2019-2020 Budget. Mayor Tree reminded that they had gone through the budget in Mays meeting. A few changes were made from when the council went over it on May 15th. The insurance did go up $700 and it was taken out of account 4140. The pay raise for the Clerk is also in this budget and part of it was taken from 4140, 4460, 6114, and from water 6240. But everything else is the same as from the May 15th meeting. Grant Smith had a question about why there is funds in account 6250? What is that paying for? Leslie Gibbs- it’s for the pumps and meters up at the springs. There is a power bill every month for lights, etc. Everyone likes the way the budget looks.

	•	Mayor Tree makes the case that the clerk position has a lot of responsibility, more than what others probably think. Yes everyone deserves a higher pay but Mayor Tree has always considered the council positions as more of a volunteer position. Motion to give the clerk a pay raise from $400 a month to $500 a month by Member John. Seconded by Member Nelson. Mayor Tree aye, Member John aye, Member Nelson aye, Member Smith abstain. Motion passed.

	•	Motion to approve Budget Resolution 2019-04 (FY2019-2020) by Member Nelson. Roll Call vote. Member John aye, Member Nelson aye, Member Nielson absent, Member Smith aye, Mayor Tree aye. Motion passed.

	•	Mayor Tree gave election update- You have to declare to the clerk in the time from June 3rd-7th. If you missed that time then you can still run but as a write-in. You still must declare to the clerk before Sept 3rd. This information will be added to the Mayor's note.

Review of Departments:
Water- Tyson Nelson
Nothing to talk about.

	•	Roads- Lesley Smith
- They may be finished with the gravel on 8800 next week but it depends because they had to do a bigger pit run and so that may take longer for the smooth out. 
-La Grand Johnson will hopefully be ready to start asphalt by July 1st but if the county isn’t ready he will have to push out our project a few months. 
		Mayor Tree asked if there was going to be a meeting with La Grand to go over the project? 
		Member Smith said that the meeting can be arranged.
-Children have been driving their bikes and ATVs in and around the 8800 road construction. The sheriff's department will make sure to check when they are in town. Please make sure to keep your kids safe and if you see something please say something. 
		Member Nelson asked if there is a law about kids on ATVs and helmets? 
		Sgt. Bennett - There are, if they are doing farming stuff on those ATVs there isn’t much we can do but if they are ridding on the streets then those bikes or ATVs must be street legal and they must be wearing helmets and they have to be over 16 of age because they must have a drivers license. 
		Member Smith asked if at that point would you contact the Parents? 
		Sgt. Bennett - yes. But that you will be able to talk to their parents and let the parents handle it faster than the Sheriff's department can get out there. The department needs to know names so that they can go talk to them
-Rupp Trucking- Member Smith- I haven’t talked to them yet. 
		Member Nelson- I talked to them this morning. Rupps said that someone has already patched the road.
		Member Smith- Yes the curb 9200 was patched by the county because they had a little extra. I also wanted to point out that there is a water pipe sticking up out of the ground along the road and that it needs to be covered properly. Also, are they going to smooth out the dirt road in front of the Beus’ house? And does there need to be a new culvert put in?
		Member Nelson- The pipe will be covered. There was a culvert pulled out? If they pulled it out they will be replacing it. 

- Didn’t end up needing to talk about the Book. Portage then and now.

-Member Smith is concerned that the burn pile needs to be moved around.

-Member Smith - the Beus’ are selling a Backhoe and that possible the Town would be interested in buying it.

-Member Smith has talked to Bob John about swathing the lane. Bob John wants to trade the 2nd big canal pipe that county pulled out for swathing the lane and keeping it cleared. 
		Member Nelson- did we not have anyone else that was interested in mowing?
		Member Smith - I told him not to because we don’t have enough money. People are stepping up and mowing their own. 
		Mayor Tree - Let’s put the swathing on Julys agenda. With the burn pile, I have talked to fire Chief Robert Barrow and we will burn that in Oct. 

	•	Planning and Zoning- Martina John
-Van Tassel did not attend so it will be moved to next meeting.

-Member John- The towns RV resolution says that people can spend 181 days but it also says that those RVs must have the proper utility connections. The RVs around town that has people staying long term in them are not meeting those codes. I has called the county and they will send me the county ordinance pertaining the RVs. We want to make sure that people are being safe. I will be pushing Planning and Zoning to get this changed.

- Member John- I want to show you that the Planning and Zoning will be adding the sensitive land maps that are in the Master Plan to the ordinances and welcome packet. The council as a whole liked this idea. Make sure it is sent to our Town Attorney.

-Member John- I have heard that there is possibly a home for sale that is set up to be apartment. There is nothing in our ordinance about apartments and that the Planning and Zoning will be writing something up.
Member John- Clerk Munns has some information. 
		Clerk Munns - I talked to the sheriff's department and they said that the only way the Town can enforce the fees from braking ordinances is small claims court. The sheriff's department can’t uphold any of our ordinances. Sgt. Bennett pointed out that if its vicious dog the department can handle that.
-Member John- I think that stock water hookup information needs to be in all of our water hookup resolution and ordinances. 
		Mayor Tree - I think the Tyson Nelson and Cyndi Tree should be the ones looking into and taking care of that.
-Member John- Ed Rodgers is here and he is interested in buying the lot on the northeast corner of the main at the four-way stop. It used to have a home on it but it burned down and it still has the water hookup. The 2 main problems are that it is zoned as commercial and that it is also in rural residential. It is technically too small and the lot is only .575 acres. He plans on buying a factory- built home.
		Mayor Tree- Planning and Zoning hasn’t seen this yet but that we will be needing to talk about a variance for him. 
		Member Nelson- Do you meet the setbacks?
		Ed Rodgers- I believe so. I will have it surveyed if I buy it.
		Mayor Tree- My thought, let it go through Zoning and the Council can have more time to think about it.
		Member Nelson - I would talk to the county and find out how old the septic is and if it will need to be replaced and that if it meets the county safety.

	•	Parks and Recreation - Tyson Neilson

	•	Fire Department - Robert Barrow

	•	Sgt. Bennett- we are still having a high number of theft. Please lock your cars and houses. I will also get you the laws on the ATVs to help keep the kids safe. We have also had had our first call for cows. If the cows become an issue in Town with them damaging personal property, there is a law that we can enforce.
		
	•	Mayor Tree -Since we didn’t have a regular public comment section so we will open it back up. 3 minutes each
Amanda Loftiss- Well since my park guy isn’t here, can someone please tell us what our responsibilities are? We have been told that we need to work on the ditches up at the top but we were not told when, where or what time. Are ditches are horrible. My biggest issue I have right now is why did we spend all that money on the bagging system if we aren’t allowed to use it until late summer?
		Mayor Tree- well these are things that need to be brought to Tyson so I will not be answering them.
		Amanda Loftiss- I want you to say something because our boss is not saying a word and he doesn’t respond to our messages when we try to contact him. 
		Mayor Tree- I will not overstep so I will talk to Tyson.
